COSHH - Glass

The call points should be installed in a position where they will not
be subjected to mechanical stresses, and where the temperature is
within the Operating Temperature range.

Areas where there are, or are likely to be, aggressive substances
should be avoided. Details of the materials used in the construction
of the call point and likely harmful substances can be obtained from
the manufacturer at the address below.

The use of lubricants, cleaning solvents or petroleum based
products should be avoided.

MAINTENANCE

Apart from regular testing of the call point (see diagrams above), as
part of the scheduled maintenance of the fire alarm system, no
additional maintenance is required. The O-ring should be replaced
when refitting or replacing the Waterproof Cover.

Wall Mounting of Back Box

Mount the back box to a suitably flat surface
using the three fixing holes and the screws
provided in the installation pack. The cable entry
holes should be in the vertical plane. The back
box can be mounted with either the single or the
double entry holes at the top.

Fitting the WCP Cover to the back box

Plug the 4 way terminal connector onto the appropriate position as
shown. Ensure that the O-ring is correctly seated

in the channel on the rear of the cover. Place the I

cover squarely over the back
box and carefully push the
cover until the locating clips
have engaged. Do not use ‘
excessive force. Itis -\
recommended that the 4
cover fixing screws are used
to lock the cover into place.
